Last year, Warwick Manor served over 2,000 Maryland Medicaid patients.  We provided them with the first, and most difficult line of service: detoxification, stabilization and daily intensive substance use disorder treatment.  

Since the beginning of 2015, we have been receiving 100 to 150 admission calls a day.  Large portions of these patients are homeless, or coming from shelters.  A great many have medical and mental health issues.  Because of the level of acuity inherent within this population, our facility is staffed with highly trained and experienced professionals (psychiatrists, MDs, Nurse Practitioners, RNs, Clinical Psychotherapists and Addiction Counselors).  To pass the IMF Waiver would allow these mostly poor and disenfranchised Medicaid residents to receive the substance use disorder services they so desperately need. 

We are dually licensed by the State to treat both mental health and substance use disorders.  We have also been CARF certified for integrated services for over 14 years. Of the over 2,000 Medicaid patients we treated last year, over 80% had co-occurring disorders.

All of Warwick Manor’s contracted commercial insurances companies, as well as other surrounding states’ Medicaid ASOs or MCOs (such as: Delaware, Virginia and Pennsylvania), still recognize and reimburse substance use disorder inpatient detox facilities.
